MOTOR REPLACEMENT

 on the controller, then disconnect the wires. 
 
4. Note the routing of the motor wires.  Loosen any wire clamps. 
 
5. Remove bolts holding the motor to the main casting. 
 
6. Reassemble in reverse order. 
 
CONTROLLER REPLACEMENT 
 
1. Turn the power switch “OFF” and unplug the power cord. 
 
2. Remove two knobs from the controller  
 
3. Remove screws holding controller faceplate.  Note the position of the main power and motor 

wires on the controller, then disconnect the wires. 
 
4. Loosen the nuts holding the speed control shafts to the faceplate, then remove the controller. 
  
5. Reassemble in reverse order. 
 a. Be sure wires are correctly reinstalled.  Motor wire connectors are different sizes.  Be sure 
 they are installed on the correct size terminal. 
 b. When attaching the knobs, turn the speed control shafts fully counter-clockwise, then install 
 the knobs with the pointer to “0”.
