ASSEMBLY 

1. Tip pallet and machine to unbolt machine. Remove machine completely from pallet. 
 
2. Tip machine to each side to install casters (4).  

 
3. Place the ball bin into position on the top of the Throwing Head at “A” [Fig. II].  Install (3) bolts 

(Note that there is (1) 2”  bolt and (2) 2-1/4”  bolts) as shown in Fig. II.  Tighten bolts securely.

4. Attach both ends for the Ball Feed Tube.  To do this squeeze Tube Attachment and push  
 end of Ball Feed Tube over the Tube Attachment on the bottom of the Ball Bin.  When the Tube has  
 been pushed all of  the way, release the Tube Attachment.  Tighten the two thumb screws, finger    
 tight, to  secure the Ball Feed Tube.  Fig. IIIa and Fig. IIIb. 
 
5. Following the same procedure, attach the opposite end of the Tube.  
 
6. Install (4) casters by threading into holes in bottom of base. Fig. IIIc.

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OPERATION 

POWER SWITCH & CIRCUIT BREAKER 
 

1. This is the main power switch that energizes the entire machine.  Nothing will operate until the 
main switch is turned “on.”   Be advised that there is a  (5) five second delay once the machine 
is energized 

2. Circuit Breaker:  When the circuit breaker is activated, turn the power switch “off”.  Also turn feeder 
and throwing wheels “off”.  Allow machine to sit a few minutes and cool.  After several minutes, 
push the circuit breaker back “on” and power should be restored.

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OPERATION 

THROWING WHEEL OPERATION 
 
General:  Throwing wheels impart velocity and spin to the ball.  The higher the RPM, the faster the ball 
goes.  Spin is imparted when the wheels are turning at different RPM.  The greater the difference, the 
greater the spin.  RPM. increases as you turn the dials clockwise and decrease as you turn the dials 
counter clockwise.  When all wheels are turning at the same RPM, the ball is imparted with no spin.   

FEEDER SWITCH 
 
1. This switch stops and starts the ball feeder.  Be sure the throwing wheels are on before you 

turn on the feeder.  Turning the feeder “on” before the throwing wheels are turning will cause 
the ball to jam.  

 
2. To remove jammed balls,  turn  the  throwing wheel dials to “O” and turn the power switch 

“OFF.”  Loosen Tube thumb screws,  squeeze the handles on the ball chute attachment piece 
at the throwing head and remove ball feed chute. See [Fig.IIIa]  This will allow you to remove 
all jammed balls.  Replace ball feed chute and continue operation.   
 

3. IMPORTANT:  There is an automatic anti-jam clutch mechanism that deactivates the feeder.  
It is located just above the feed motor on the shaft.  You may have to re-seat the mechanism.  
Call customer service if you have any questions regarding this (800.717.4251)  Typically the  
mechanism will re-seat itself and the feeder will resume normal function.

THROWING HEAD “ UP” /” DOWN”  SWITCH 
 
1. For ground strokes, push the switch “Down” until the throwing head is all the way down.  For 

serving push the switch “up.”  
 

2. Note:  All other functions automatically turn “off” when you raise or lower the throwing head.  
These functions will automatically turn back “on.”  
  

3. Important:  Always have the throwing head in the lower position when you are filling the ball 
bin.   
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OSCILLATION CONTROL 
 

1. The Ace Attack provides a variety of oscillation selections: 
�Single Line:  The ball is thrown to the same spot.  To set the repeat mode, position switch in 
the center.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
�Two or Three Line: The ball is thrown to two or three locations on the court.  The ball direction 
will now alternate between forehand and backhand or throw to two or three  separate lines for 
group instruction.  To set the machine for two or three positions, position the switch to the lower 
point, “switch” and select either the two position or three position option on the adjacent switch 
that is immediately left.   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
�Three Line - “ The Gould”  Drill:  Used for simultaneously training two players, or two lines of 
players, the ball is thrown to the backhand, then forehand, followed by (2) balls to the center of 
the oscillation width. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
2. Width Control:  This dial controls the distance between shot locations.  The range or distance 

between shots is infinite and easily dialed.  The width increases as you turn the dial clockwise.   
 

3. Interval Control:  This dial allows you to change the frequency or time between shots.  Depth 
of shot, range of shots, type of shot and method of instruction all require different intervals  
between shots.  The interval increases as you turn the dial clockwise.
